Cautionable offences are, in the main, self-explanatory.  The only offence that is not clear is unsporting behaviour, and this is just anything that is not covered by the other six reasons.  Referees need to be educated to recognize behaviour that is beyond the spirit of the game, but the base reason for cautioning is still the same – unsporting behaviour.

The send-off offences are as self-explanatory as the cautionable offences.  Once the distinction between serious foul play and violent conduct is clear, there is no further explanation required.  The Law sees no difference to the player sent off for denying a goal by handling the ball and the player sent off for a second cautionable offence.  Referees do not need to see any difference, either.  As with cautions, the codes should only be used to expedite the completion of Match Cards/Team Sheets.  There is no need to record any more than seven (7) reasons for sending-off.  If the Competition Administrators are concerned about the severity of the offence, then they need only look at the referee’s report.
